Clerk’s contract of employment

Clerks report on ongoing issues

A:Maintenance of river bank handrails –Three quotations received to do the maintenance work

RESOLVED that the quotation from K .Walton be approved when sent in writing to the clerk.

The quotation will then be forwarded onto EA for acceptance.

B:Former school house condition.The clerk reported that Steven Devey from ERYC has still not responded despite many attempts to contact him,

RESOLVED that the clerk will speak to Andrew Wainwright (the line manager)from ERYC for an update on this matter.
C:Road re-surfacing repairs update-reported that work is now completed for the village.
RESOLVED that the clerk contact highways to report two potholes and a large crack that have since appeared in High Street.

D:North Airmyn Grange transport yard-the clerk informed of a letter from ERYC enforcement officer providing details of a withdrawn application to park buses on the site.

RESOLVED that the situation be monitored .


E:Brick entrance sign quotes-Cllr Watson has obtained a quote from a local source for this work.
RESOLVED that there are insufficient funds to pay for this venture at the moment and so the clerk will contact four local builders asking for donations of materials to allow this work to go ahead.
Cllr Watson will also try to locate the bricks required from a local contact.

F:Laurel planting-Airmyn Landscapes advise against planting laurels in the designated area due to insufficient moisture in the ground.

RESOLVED that the clerk be allocated a £100 budget to replace the dead laurels only-approx six.

G:River bank erosion-the EA findings were  that there is no major erosion concerns in the designated areas.


RESOLVED that the clerk will contact the EA to establish where the measurements of erosion were taken from as the findings are disputed by councillors. Cllr Thurlow and Bilton will also measure up.
H:Drainage board-the clerk notified of a letter from the drainage board stating that they are satisfied with the  drainage system at the Court House farm area
RESOLVED that Cllr Bilton will obtain further information on this issue.
I;Speeding complaints-following on from residents complaints of speeding/dangerous driving at the waste tip end of the village the clerk arranged for a ERYC highways monitoring assessment.

The assessment established that there is no speeding problem in this area.
RESOLVED that the clerk will ask what time and day thus assessment was carried out.
The clerk will also place a copy of the assessment report in Airmyn News for all to see.

J;Cycle paths-the clerk has received a letter stating that Paul Worledge from ERYC will look into the cycle paths along Rawcliffe Road.
